He has, by the way. Still, he may
come back, If you working men wili
stand for a “come-back."”

The notification referred to ahove
waa signed by the manager of THE
ADELAIDE MUNITIPAL TRAMWAY
TRUST, and stated distinctly and dz-
finitely that if the employees were not
prepared to go back wunder the
TRUST'S OLD- CONDITIONS they
could go to—

Like all of the hide-hound craft
unionists, they are on their way there,
in an industrial sense. They are
protesting, consequently, although in-
consequentlally.  Although they re-
celved an award from Hizzoner Hig-
gins elghteen months ago, It has not
awarded to any great extent to date.

“Public Welfare”

The recent strike-of bakers in Syd-
ney affords another {llustration of the
fatutly of Craft Unlonism, as inspired
by Labour politiclans and Arbtira-
tion advocates.

With the results of that strike, In
80 lar as the actual working condi-
tions In the bakery trade are in-
volved, we are not here concerned.
The rank and file of the bakers are
the beat judges of what conditions
they shall work under. But the tac-
tics adopted, and the attitude taken
up by other unions In allied trades is
worthy of special notlice.

Right at the very onset we had
even the bread-carters discussing the
attitude they should adopt in the
event of a strike, as if there could
be two answers to such a question.
Then we were treated to the spee-
tacle of the Newcastle bakers, who,
not content with remsining at work
and thereby helping to defeat the
strike had it lasted for any length of
time, actually sending a wire at the
most cruclal moment In the dispute,
cordemning thelr fellow workers for
taking action to better their condl-
tions.  Nearer home, the same re-
marks apply for the officlaldom of
those unions connected with the food
supply. The higher lights at the
Trades Hall, as well as the Labour
politiclans ‘and - Ministers +in - Parlia- 4
ment, were all ungnimous In jolning
the capitalist press in a chorus of
disapproval at the action of a section
of the workers in daring to defy “con-
stituted authority, their elected rep-
resentatives,” etc. ,and making soms
consclous effort of their own to have
a word to say on job conditions.

In face of such oppesition, oven, the
paltry concession gained, Is a tribute
to the eolidarity of the rank and file
of the bakers themselves.

But the most remarkable feature of
thie strike—If it can be so-called, was
the manmer In whkich all concerned
were anxlous to mssure us, at the be-
ginning, that there would be no short-
age of bread—strike or no strike.
Master Bakers and Unlonists, Strik-
ers and Non-strikers, as well as those
In charge of the State Bakery, each
and all were unanimous in their de-
sire to see the “General Public” sup-
plied; that “General Public,” about
wapse material welfare the capitalist
press pretends to be so violently anxi-
ous, when a strike Is in progress. But
the great majority, on normal occa-
slons, may be - starved, damded or
crucified, so far as that“same press
is concerned, provided they only do
80 wtlhout howling.

Now, It must he plain even to the
befuddled brain of a Craft Unlenist,
that If a tactic is sound for the bosses,
when a strike s on, it cannot possi-
bly be to the benefit of the strikers
also. > -

If they are straining all efforts
Lto keep the market supplied with a
certain commodity when a strike in
the production of that commodity is
in progress, it Is the plain. duty of
the strikers themselves, to take steps

-Jto-cut—oft the supply whether pro-

duced under good-conditlons or bad.
by “union” or non-union, and that,
too, in the quickest and most direct
means possible. ?

I can imagine the purblind and the
timid-holding up thelr hands-in-horror
at this suggestion.

"What!” they shout; “you would
cut off the bread supply. and the
workers themselves would be the
worst sufferers.”

Mare fools the workers!
